In 2019, Experiences Canada is presenting the first in a series of follow up youth leadership forums from the Canada 150&Me project
where youth from across the country identified priority challenges and opportunities facing their generation. This year’s forum on
the topic of diversity and inclusion will involve 65 youth who can apply individually to participate in a week-long program that brings
them together to explore social and economic barriers to equality and
participation for a variety of groups in Canada. In addition to getting to
